Appropriately, therefore, Organ Week in 2024 will explore four centuries of 
international cross-pollination and influence, and will include an improvisation 
course, led by Szymon Jakubowski, based on the partimento method common to 
the education of European musicians in the 17th 18th and early 19th centuries.

T.C. Lewis, 1868

A splendid, unaltered example of the work of 
one of England’s leading 19th century builders, 
originally built for domestic use.

St Salvator’s Chapel, University of St Andrews
Gregor Hradetzky, 1974

An early example in the UK of Central European 
modernism.

Leven Parish Church
August Gern, 1884

A splendidly preserved example of an organ by this 
German-born one-time foreman in the workshop of 
Aristide Cavaillé-Coll.

Dundee, Caird Hall
Harrison & Harrison, 1923

One of the finest concert hall organs of the era, the 
organ at the Caird Hall will be heard in a concert by 
Martin Schmeding.

GETTING HERE
Leuchars Railway Station is a ten-minute 
journey from St Andrews by bus or taxi. 
Direct bus services to St Andrews operate 
from Dundee, Edinburgh and Glasgow.

Accommodation
St Andrews Organ Week participants 
and observers enjoy bed and breakfast 
accommodation at Agnes Blackadder Hall, 
a modern residence commended by the 
Scottish Tourist Board. It is situated 15 
minutes’ walk from the town centre.
